been experienced. Because God puts such emphasis on 
leadership, He is careful about whom He trusts with that 
authority.  

 
He doesn’t give authority to the most gifted people, but to 

those who have passed the tests which give them the 
character to walk in spiritual authority. Today, we will reflect on 
David, as one of the prime examples of leadership that is 
given in the Word. 

 
In First Samuel 17, David is sent by his father to feed his 

brothers who are fighting against the Philistines. Goliath 
stands on the battlefield cursing, taunting and mocking the 
Israelite armies. In scripture, giants are often a symbol of 
spiritual principalities. Goliath’s verbal challenge in 1 Sam. 
17:8-9, is a good example of how spiritual authority works. 

 
If a principality is unseated, then everyone that is under its 

influence will come under the influence of whatever replaces it.  
David, of course, was up to the enemy’s challenge because he 
knew the key to obtaining spiritual authority was “submission 
until promotion.” The obstacles that he faced while protecting 
his flock had prepared him for his day of destiny. 

 
Before overcoming, David endured the ridicule of his 

brothers. Like the brothers, people who have no vision, live 
their lives in the bondage of their own frailties and sins. When 
someone begins to gain victory in the same circumstances 
that others are failing in, it takes away their excuses and calls 
them to give an account for the inconsistencies in their 
character. 

 
Then 1 Sam. 17:22 states that before David fought the 

giant, he left “his baggage with the baggage keeper.” He 
unloaded anything that would hinder him in the battle. So to, 
we must allow God to confront any unresolved sin or issues in 
our hearts.  

 
Physical obedience to His will brings spiritual release in 

our lives. May we begin to live in this truth and thus defeat the 
enemy!
